The Purpose of the Scholarship:

The James F. Henry Scholarship is established to provide financial assistance to employees, current and past

recipients of Hill House Association programs, who have been accepted into an institution of learning to

pursue additional coursework.

The Criteria for Awarding Scholarships:

1.

Applicant must be a current employee/or a current or past participant or a volunteer in a program(s)
area(s) within the past five years. Volunteers must have had a minimum of 1000 hours of service.
Applicant must show proof that they are accepted or currently enrolled in an institution of learning to
pursue additional coursework.

Applicant must have secured or have documentation they have applied for core funds to pay the
tuition cost.

Applicant must not have received an award from the James F. Henry Scholarship Fund during the

past 12 month period.

Scholarship Limitations and Committee Timeline:

1. The Scholarship Program shall provide up to ten (10) awards annually in an amount not to exceed
$500.00 each.

2. The scholarship shall be used as last dollars to fund items such as tuition, room and board, purchase
of books/supplies or other educational expenses.

3. Applications are due to the Hill House Association by May 15 and November 15 of each year.

4. Grant distribution based on funds available.

5. Applicant will be notified in June or December about their scholarship award and the method of its
payment.
