Applicant must be willing to contribute minimum of 10-20 hours (directly and/or indirectly) in a
designated development project i.e. mentoring, research, community surveys, speaking
engagement, light construction etc.,

Applicant must show proof that they are accepted or currently enrolled in an institution of learning
to pursue additional coursework or testing.

Applicant must have documentation showing cost of coursework and or testing.

Applicant must not have received an award from the Robert Franks Scholarship Fund during the

past 12 month period.

Scholarship Limitations and Committee Timeline:

1.

The Scholarship Program shall provide a maximum of ten (8-10) awards annually in an amount not
to exceed $1000 each.

Applications are due to the Hill House Association by May 15 and November 15 of each year.
Grant distribution based on funds available and documentation of coursework/testing cost.
Applicant will be notified in August or December about their scholarship award and the method of

its payment.
